Coaudal viejo del vio _frio

The experience begins as we navigate the waters of the Frio River giving you the
opportunity to observe the biodiversity present in the wetlands, as well as the process
that has developed in the protected area between the local inhabitants, the wetlands
and the wildlife. As we navigate into the Frio river it is quite easy to spot Howler
Monkey (Alouatta palliata), caiman (Caiman crocodilus), Neotropical Cormoran
(Phalacrocorax brasilianus), iguanas (Iguana iguana) and turtles (Trachemys sp.).

Once on the ground the best part of the tour
begins as you walk next to the remnants of the flow
that once flooded the forests, filled the lagoons and
had its course changed by the human actions.

Our journey begins within a complex forest formed
by vegetation characteristic of the areasuch as
Kapok(Ceiba pentandra), Fig tree (Ficus spp), Inga tree
(Inga spp), Pinkflowered rain tree (Samanea saman)
and many others, all covered with large amounts of
epiphytes such as bromeliads and orchids.

Este interesante trayecto permite observas algunas
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de tres dedos (Bradypus variegatus), chanchos de monte (Tayassu tajacu), venados
(Odocoileus virginianus), monos arana (Ateles geoffroyi) y cariblancos (Cebus capucinus),
basiliscos (Basiliscus spp.) y con suerte se puede apreciar la huella de la danta (Tapirus
bairdii) o el jaguar (Panthera onca) que son animales que habitan el area.

Este recorrido también es especial para la observacion
de aves, lo que aumentaria el tiempo del recorrido, pero
puede ser muy bien recompensado con la posibilidad de
ver la garza agami (Agamia agami), el ibis morito (Plegadis
falcinellus), el martin pescador verdirufo (Chloroceryle
inda),el pinzon piquinaranja (Arremon aurantiirostris),
batara plomizo (Thamnophilus atrinucha), el soterrey
canoro (Cyphorhinus phaeocephalus), mosquero real
(Onychorhynchus coronotus), pajaro campana (Procnias
tricarunculatus), la cotinga blanca (Carpodectes nitidus).
